Terms & Conditions

Students cancelling their course must give 21 days notice on a full test course and 7 days notice on a CBT, after which the full cost of the course will be charged.

Students unable to complete their booked course, have inappropriate paper work or their own bike is defective will be charged at our standard rates for any additional training.

Unattended courses will be charged in full.

Norton Motorcycle & Scooter Training bikes are Third Party Fire & Theft insured (125cc Independent hire, Third Party only, all loss will be chargeable), any damage will be the responsibility of the student. For an additional £10/day the insurance can be upgraded to Comprehensive without Excess.
Students will be responsible for their own petrol used (excluding CBT). 

Norton Motorcycle & Scooter Training strives to ensure all elements of courses are completed in full, but events outside our control cannot be compensated for (i.e. weather conditions; Driving Standard Agency cancellations).

The Norton Motorcycle & Scooter Training leaflet/web site is conditional to the booking.

Students have read and understood the Highway Code.
Payment of any balance will be due prior to commencing training. We do not accept cheques.
CBT only courses are priced for one days training, any additional days required will be charged at our standard rates

No responsibility will be taken if students give inaccurate or misleading information resulting in an inappropriate course being booked and the CBT is for the first day only, should you not reach the required standard this will put the rest of the course in jeopardy resulting in the remaining course cost being lost. We would always recommend that novice students only book the CBT at first.

A 3 day course is for somebody who can already confidently ride a 125cc Manual Machine – a 4 day course is for somebody who in the past has ridden to a reasonable standard but would need a day to regain their ability to confidently ride a 125cc Manual machine – a 5 day course is for somebody with little experience in riding and is a current road user. 6+ day courses are also available. Please remember that as we get older thing can take a little longer to learn and that intensive courses are mentally and physically tiring. Motorcycling can be dangerous Norton Motorcycle & Scooter Training cannot accept liability for any injuries sustained.

Guaranteed pass courses are subject to the CBT being undertaken with use prior to being accepted and confirmed on the confirmation overleaf.
Acceptance of these conditions will be presumed.

Theory Test

As of the 14th November 2002 along with the Highway Code questions their will be a Hazard Perception Test.

In the interest of being helpful I recommend the following DSA Books/Videos in preparing for the Tests. Each would require approximately three hours studying.

The Official Theory Test for Motorcyclists (or combined Car and Motorcyclists).

Road Sense Video and Student Book (Hazard Perception Test).

These should be available from all good book shops/WH Smiths.
